OSSCA NEWS:

Dues:  All members should have received dues information in the mail.  The OHSAA completed the mailing for us and they sent information to every soccer school in the state.  The envelope will be addressed to either “Girl’s Soccer Coach” or “Boy’s Soccer Coach.”  Please make sure you get this information to your treasurer so all deadlines are met.  The National Soccer Coaches Association of America (NSCAA) has raised their national dues to $95.00 this year.   The OSSCA signed a contract with the NSCAA that will keep our dues at $65.00 for this 2009 and 2010 season.  In January of 2011 the OSSCA will sit down again the NSCAA and discuss another 3 year contract.

Divisional Breakdowns:  The OHSAA has restructured the divisional breakdown numbers for the 2009-10 and 2010-11 season.  


Girls:



Division I:  281 and up



Division II: 280 and below



493 team’s total


Boys:



Division I: 405 and up



Division II: 211 to 404



Division III: 210 and below



553 team’s total

Three Divisions for girl’s soccer:  In order for the girls to move to three divisions; there must be 500 teams that take part in the state tournament.  In 2008, 493 teams took part in the tournament.  When 500 is reached the OHSAA will immediately move to three divisions for the next season.  

OHSAA Soccer Rule Change:  The OHSAA approved one rule proposal for the 2009 season.  Any school that offers middle school soccer will now be permitted to play one preseason game this season.

Shinguard Rule:  All shinguards must have the official NOCSAE seal.  This will generally appear on a tag inside the shinguard and this tag CANNOT be removed.  In 2010 a new shinguard rule will be put into place.  The shinguard must have a stamp directly on the shinguard.  The tag will no longer make the shinguard legal.

Dead Period:  The official start of preseason will be Monday, August 10.  August 1 to August 9 is considered a dead period by the OHSAA.  Coaches are only permitted to complete conditioning during this time period.  You are not permitted to have open fields or conducting any type of coaching unless it relates directly to fitness.  Your players are not permitted to attend any type of team camp either.  If you have any questions you should contact the OHSAA.  

Jerry Snodgrass:  Mr. Snodgrass will be starting his second year with the OHSAA.  He stepped in for John Dickerson in September; this will be his first full season overseeing soccer.  If you have any questions please contact him at 614-267-2502 he is the best source of information.
