OSSCA By-Law Proposal

It has been recommended to the OSSCA Executive Board to make a by-law change.  This proposal would not go before the OHSAA Board of Directors this is a membership issue.  If the majority would favor this proposal then OSSCA Executive Board would include it into the OSSCA By-laws.

Proposal:


To eliminate the highest and lowest vote during the All-State voting process for each player that is voted upon when the votes are totaled.  

Concept:


This was proposed by an OSSCA member and has been discussed by the executive board.  The idea to eliminate the highest and lowest vote is to account for voting representatives that vote for a player differently then how everyone else voted for a certain player.  There are some players that receive many of the top votes but one voting representative may only give them just a few points or a player only receives a few points from most voters while one representative votes to give that player the highest points available.  The idea was this would give a more balanced score.
