OSSCA Soccer Proposal

The OSSCA would like to join the other fall sport associations with the proposal to start fall practice on the first Monday of August.  The additional time will better allow teams to become acclimated to the heat of the early season.  The additional time also gives coaches time to properly select teams without the pressure of having this done early for team photo’s as many schools are asked to take these pictures very early in preseason so the fall sports program can be put together.  To allow teams time to get acclimated to the weather, the OSSCA recommends that no team be permitted to scrimmage until the first Saturday of preseason.  If a team decides to start the following week, then they can begin scrimmaging whenever they desire.  The OSSCA recommends that the official season start on the 18th calendar day after the start of official practice as adopted by the OHSAA.  This early start date allows teams more flexibility to schedule around Homecoming and to schedule around certain religious holidays.
