Hello!  I would like to welcome everybody to another exciting season of high soccer in the Miami Valley.  This is probably the best way to get all of the information to the coaches within the association.  The purpose of this letter is to give you the important dates and information pertaining to MVSSCA and high school soccer.

Dues

All dues are to be paid to Bob Ellis, Treasurer, no later than August 23, 2009.  If the dues are not paid on time, your players will not be eligible for any All Area  and All State Awards.  Any questions concerning dues and membership must be directed to Bob.  The national dues have been raised to 65 dollars and we will be locked in the same rate for next two years.  However, under the Ohio Scholastic Soccer Coaches Association (OSSCA) bylaws, the head coach must be a member of the local, state, and national associations.  Assistant coaches can join the OSSCA for free in 2009 if they join the MVSSCA.  Check with your application for the breakdown of the dues.
SWDAB Seed Meeting 
The next MVSSCA meeting will be held on Sunday October 11, 2009 2pm.  The site will more likely be the same as last year.  Please confirm with your Athletic Director and The Southwest District Athletic Board website (www.swdab.org) about the date and time of the draw.  The seeding procedure will be very much the same as last year.  The All Star packet will be handed out at this time.
All Star Voting

The All Area voting will be held on Sunday October 18, 2009 Noon.  The site for this meeting has been tentatively set for Springboro High School.  You will receive an email prior to the meeting about the All Area voting.

Miami Valley Top Ten
I will be reorganizing the local top ten poll.  For the past three years, the poll participation has been low, which creates a lot of work for our webmaster.  This information is useful for the local state poll representatives.  I want to limit the number of voters for each division and gender.  Each division and gender will have ten voters with an exception to Division II girls who will have 15 voters due to a large district.  If any coach is interested in being part of the poll, send me an email.  I will evaluate your participation based on past history and make a selection prior to the season.  The poll will open every Thursday and close the following Sunday.  The first poll will open on Thursday, August 27, 2009.
All State Selection

In 2008, the OSSCA voted to overhaul the format for All State selection this year.  There will be only two teams per division and gender.  18 players will make up the 1st team and the remaining 36 players will be placed on 2nd team.  The results of the voting will be tabulated by the OSSCA board.  All information will be kept confidential until the All State teams are released during the weekend of state finals.

OSSCA website will be absorbing information from all the district websites (scores, stats and other information at the discretion of each district).  Coaches will be able to submit scores and assign goals, assists, and other stats.  The OSSCA website is designed to be an all-inclusive source of information and a centralized site for entire state.
