Greetings

Hello!  I would like to welcome everybody to another exciting season of high soccer in the Miami Valley.  This is probably the best way to get all of the information to the coaches within the association.  The purpose of this letter is to give you the important dates and information pertaining to MVSSCA and high school soccer.
Dues

All dues are to be paid to Bob Ellis, Treasurer, no later than August 27, 2006.  If the dues are not paid on time, your players will not be eligible for any All Area  and All State Awards.  Any questions concerning dues and membership must be directed to Bob.  Last October, the association has voted to reduce the local dues to five dollars in effort to keep the account from accumulating. The national dues remained unchanged at 60 dollars and will remain for the next two years.  However, under the Ohio Scholastic Soccer Coaches Association (OSSCA) bylaws, the head coach must be a member of the local, state, and national associations.  Check with your application for the breakdown of the dues.
Seed Meeting and MVSSCA meeting
The next MVSSCA meeting will be held on Sunday October 8, 2006 3pm.  The site will be announced later.  Please confirm with your Athletic Director, The Southwest District Athletic Board website (www.swdab.org) and local website (www.mvssca.org) about the date and time of the draw.  The All Star packet will be handed out at this time.  

Open Draw (Super Bracket)

There will be no open draw for DII Boys and Girls and DIII Boys for the Fall 2006 season.  The surveys were conducted for Boys DII and DIII and Girls DII last fall.   Despite the votes we have needed to pass the open draw, the SWDAB felt the open draw was not the best interest for the Miami Valley in these participating districts.  
Tournament Seeding Procedures

The OHSAA is making an effort to streamline to seeding procedures across the state.  Starting this fall, all districts holding their tournament draw on the same day.  All teams will be seeded and there will be no restrictions where you may place your team on the bracket.  Also, the voting will be taking via mail.  The OHSAA or SWDAB will be sending out a packet with instructions to vote prior to the seed meeting.  On the day of the seed meeting, the vote will be tallied and seeds will be awarded.  If you have any further questions, please let me know.  You find this information on the SWDAB website.
Ron Pinsenschaum and Kim Mahoney Respect the Game Award

Last April, the OSSCA board has voted to create Kim Mahoney Respect the Game Award identical to the Ron Pisenschaum Award.  With the increase of membership over the last five years, there have been more quality candidates.  But this award can only be awarded to one candidate.  The Ron Pisenschaum Award will be awarded to the boys’ soccer coach while the Kim Mahoney Respect the Game Award will be awarded to the girls’ soccer coach.  Also, I would like to encourage the members from the MVSSCA to seek these candidates and nominate them every year.  Over the past few years, I have not received any nominations for the award.  The criteria for the awards are posted on the OSSCA website and will be included in the All Star packet.
Miami Valley Top Ten

In effort to create a better process, I have decided to take over the Weekly Top Ten.  Over the past few years, I have noticed some teams were included in the top ten polls but were not members of the MVSSCA and vice versa.  Everybody will be getting an opportunity to vote.  The voting will be completed on the MVSSCA website.  You will find a link on the left side of the webpage.  Once that link is open, your login will be your first initial and last name (small case letters).  And the password is ‘test’.  After logging in, you should change your password.  Simply click on ‘My Profile’ on top of the page.  I want to encourage you to play around to get yourself familiar with the process.  The voting will end every week on Sunday night at 12am.  The results will be sent to Dayton Daily News on Monday morning.  I feel this process will be better and easier.  The voting will start on the week of August 21st and end on the following Sunday.  This will give DDN a week to put the results in the Varsity section in Friday’s newspaper.  If you have any questions or suggestions, please contact either myself or the webmaster.
